1. Background Knowledge
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Mom: Can you count from 1 to 10?
Yes, | can.
Mom: OK. Look at this book. You can match the numbers and pictures.
Can you do it?
Yes, | can.
Mom: Great! You did A good job.

2. Picture Walking

[Cover Page + Back Page]
Mom: Today, | have a very interesting and beautiful book.
Here it is. Look! This is really wonderful.
Wow! | know this book.
Mom: What's on the cover?
| see a red crest, a yellow beak and colorful feathers.
What is it?
It is a hen. There are three eggs.
Mom: Right. A female chicken is called a hen. It is not small and thin.

So, we call her a "Big Fat Hen", illustrated by Keith Baker.

[Page 2-3]
Mom: One dragonfly and two eggs. Hay is on the ground.
The hen is chasing the dragonfly.
Have you ever caught a dragonfly?
Yes, | caught one around a tree.
Mom: What will happen to the eggs? Can you guess?
Well...
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[Page 4-5]
Mom: Wow, two chicks popped out of the eggs.
And they are on the shoe trying to buckle it.

They are very cute.

[Page 6-7]
Mom: Look! What are these? What is the hen doing?
There are three worms and one, two, three, four eggs.
Mom: The hen is looking at the three worms. What will happen to the eggs?

More chicks will pop out of the eggs.

[Page 8-9]

Mom: Right! They pop out of the eggs and try to do something.
Push the door.

Mom: Yes, they shut the door.

[Last Page]

Mom: The last picture is similar to the first one, with one chick chasing a dragonfly.

3. Comprehension Check-up

Story Order
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Mom: There are 5 blanks and 5 picture cards.
You can chant the story of "Big Fat Hen" and match the cards.
Now, let's start.
One, two, buckle my shoe. Three, four, shut the door.
Mom: Five, six, pick up sticks. Seven, eight, lay them straight.
Nine, Ten, big fat hen. I'm finished.

Mom: Good. Great!!!!

4. Activity

1) Read Aloud
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two / shoe , four / door, six / sticks , eight / straight , ten / hen



2) Shared Reading
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Mom: Let's read it together. If you can't, | will help you.
OK. | can read it.

Mom: Really? Here we go.

3) Phonemic Awareness / Phonics
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¥ Big Fat Hen2| Rhyming Words
two / shoe , four / door , six / sticks , eight / straight , ten / hen

Mom: Here are some words.
You can read all of them and will see some of them rhyme.
Listen carefully and pick the word that does not rhyme.

"pen" and "men". But "bell" has a different ending sound.

So you should choose "bell".
